2007 annual statistics
In 2007, the Watauga Humane

Society admitted 1001 animals, of which
918 were adopted. 61% of the
admissions were dogs. 409 canines and
felines (41%) came from Animal
Control, 31% (312 animals) were
surrendered by their owner, and 22%
(217 animals) were brought in as strays.

Almost twice as many rabbits were
turned in during 2007 (23 of them) as
were turned in during 2006 (14) or 2005
(11). Of the 45 animals reclaimed by
owners, 43 were dogs and 2 were cats.
