Cleaner air for the cats
and kittens

chase two air purification units to place
in the cat facility. They filter the air to
remove bacteria, and they have a UV
light to kill viruses. By removing air-
borne pathogens like those that cause
upper respiratory infections, these units
will cut down on the cost and time re-
quired to medicate sick cats.

When ordering the systems, Assistant
Shelter Manager Anita Gomez explained
the importance of these units to the
health of our cats, and the owner gave us
a third unit and 1 year’s supply of filters
for a fraction of the usual cost. This al-
lowed us to place a unit in each cat area.
